It takes many years for your child to develop an understanding of danger and how to keep safe.

While children are often keen to do things for themselves, an adult must always be responsible
for them in the road environment.

Your child may be able to recite safety slogans and tell you the rules about how to keep safe but
won't always be able to apply them.
