These themes are conceptualised through the symbolic use of bed sheets.
I’m drawn to the movement and energy of sheets as I see a duality within them. They provide security. A retreat from the world. Yet they're also the place where my mind wanders and my thoughts are laid bare. Recently, I lost a dear friend—and this contrasting tension between comfort and unrest is a state that I now constantly find myself in.
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
